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2. Introduction 

This report details the stakeholder and community engagement programme undertaken by 

PPS and the consultant team for Resource Recovery Solutions (Derbyshire) Ltd (RRS) on its 

proposals for new waste management facilities across Derby and Derbyshire.  It outlines the 

methods employed, the results generated and the way in which we have responded to the 

various issues that were raised. 

RRS is proposing three waste facilities across Derby and Derbyshire: a Waste Treatment 

Facility and Visitor and Education Centre at Sinfin Lane, Derby; a Waste Transfer Station at 

Clover Nook, Alfreton, Derbyshire; and a temporary Waste Transfer Station at Magfern’s 

Yard, Downing Road, Derby. As these facilities represent an integrated solution to dealing 

with Derby and Derbyshire’s waste, the engagement programme referred to all three sites.  

This report details the engagement programme undertaken for the three sites and the 

feedback received on the facilities, with specific reference to the engagement on the 

proposed temporary Waste Transfer Station at Magfern’s Yard, West Meadows Industrial 

Estate, Derby. 

Community engagement with residents and stakeholders has been undertaken on the 

proposals through a number of means: 

·  A 12-page newsletter was sent to over 34,000 residential and business addresses 

across Derby and Derbyshire, including 2,590 addresses within a 1km radius of the 

proposed site at Magfern’s Yard. The newsletter was also sent to Neighbourhood 

Managers to be distributed amongst local Neighbourhood Forums, and newsletters 

were also placed in local community venues, such as libraries and doctors’ surgeries. 

This newsletter announced RRS’ proposals, the four public information days in March 

and gave details of the community information line 

·  An advert was placed in the Derby Express, Derby Evening Telegraph, Derbyshire 

Times and Alfreton Chad, on Thursday 26th February 2009, announcing the 

proposals, the public information days and the community information line details 
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·  A website, www.rrsderbyshire.com, was launched outlining the details of RRS’ 

proposals, the dates of the public information days, contact details for enquiries and 

providing an online feedback form for visitors to complete 

·  Four public information days were held at various sites across Derby and Derbyshire 

on Monday 9th, Wednesday 11th, Monday 16th and Tuesday 17th March 2009, to allow 

local residents and stakeholders to view exhibition boards detailing the proposals and 

speak to members of the development team 

·  Comment forms encouraging feedback and input from local residents and 

stakeholders were made available at the public information days 

·  RRS has met with or presented to a number of stakeholders, including Derby City 

Council and Derbyshire County Council members, stakeholder groups and local 

businesses 

·  A freephone community information line, a freepost address and a dedicated email 

address have been set up to deal with enquiries regarding the proposals and 

requests for further information 

This Stakeholder Engagement Report is submitted in support of the planning application for a 

temporary Waste Transfer Station at Magfern’s Yard.  
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3. Policy Background and the Role of 
Engagement 

i The Policy Context 

Planning shapes the places where people work and live, so it is right that people should take 

an active part in the planning process. 

RRS recognises that national planning policy is evolving to make community involvement an 

essential component of planning; and therefore its approach to engagement on proposed 

new waste facilities across Derby and Derbyshire has been formed by latest Government 

policy and the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004. 

The Government has made it clear in the guidance accompanying this legislation that 

developers should be encouraged to undertake public engagement, particularly on major 

developments. 

The Companion Guide to Planning Policy Statement 10 (PPS 10) also sets out the need for 

active stakeholder engagement on waste applications: 

“Community engagement is central to the planning process set out by the Planning 

& Compulsory Purchase Act and, in particular for waste planning, by PPS10. The 

Regional Planning Body and the Waste Planning Authority are required to ensure 

early and effective public participation before decisions are made. This will ensure 

the public can express, and decision-makers take account of, opinions and 

concerns, leading to: 

·  outcomes that should reflect the views, aspirations and needs of communities; 

·  decisions that draw on local knowledge and avoid unnecessary conflict; 

·  more cohesive communities as a result of people being offered a tangible stake 

in decision-making; and  

·  improved understanding amongst all participants of one another’s needs.” 
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- Para. 5.1, Companion Guide to PPS10 

The Guide also makes it clear that engagement should not be limited to strategic planning: 

“However, community involvement is not an activity that should be restricted to the 

strategic planning process. Up-front engagement with communities is becoming 

increasingly common prior to the submission of planning applications for waste 

management facilities, either by WPAs or applicants - or ideally, both.” 

- Para. 5.4, Companion Guide to PPS10 

ii The Local Authority’s requirements 

The Planning & Compulsory Purchase Act requires each local planning authority to prepare a 

‘Statement of Community Involvement’, which formally sets out its commitment to involving 

the public in planning matters and the way it will ensure this happens. 

Derby City Council has issued guidelines for effective community engagement relating to 

minerals and waste planning in its Statement of Community Involvement (SCI), which was 

formally adopted on 24th January 2007. The SCI sets out the guidelines for pre-application 

engagement as such: 

“Developers of significant developments will be encouraged to actively consult the 

community about their proposals before submitting planning applications. 

 

- SCI, January 2007, section 6.2 

 

“The following list sets out the types of consultation that could be used by the 

Council and by the Applicant where appropriate for the different types of significant 

applications. The type used will depend on the nature of the applications and the 

precise location:  

• public meeting or surgery  

• public exhibition  

• development briefs  

• workshop  

• website  

• Planning Aid  
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• conservation/ public art/ urban design advisory groups”

Consequently, the development team has sought to comply with these principles and is 

committed to ensuring high standards of engagement are adhered to throughout the lifetime 

of the project.  

The engagement programme for the Magfern’s Yard Waste Transfer Station was agreed with 

officers at Derby City Council at the outset. Prior to commencement of the engagement 

programme a Stakeholder Advisory Committee was set up comprising of officers from Derby 

City Council and Derbyshire County Council, RRS and PPS, which agreed and monitored the 

engagement programme throughout.  

RRS’ engagement programme was developed according to the following aims: 

·  To inform and educate residents, officers, politicians and stakeholders on the need 

for new facilities to deal with rubbish in a more sustainable manner, always 

highlighting the continuing developments to expand waste minimisation, reuse, 

recycling and composting programmes 

·  To ensure comprehensive and socially inclusive stakeholder engagement that 

incorporates as wide-reaching an audience as possible, including the harder-to-

reach groups 

·  To ensure that feedback is sought where appropriate from the target audience; to 

state clearly which decisions have already been made and which can be shaped by 

stakeholder input 

·  To inform and reassure  - explaining new proposals and technologies in ways 

everyone can understand

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·  To ensure a variety of communications channels are used 

·  To comply with the formal requirements for stakeholder engagement set out in 

national and local planning guidance 
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4. Methodology and Programme 

i Methodology 

In order to ensure that stakeholders and the local community were provided with every 

opportunity to contribute their views on the proposals, the engagement programme was 

designed and organised in line with PPS’ seven principles of engagement. 

The PPS Seven Point Plan has been recommended to the Government as best practice in 

the area of community engagement.2 It allows applicants to demonstrate how they have met 

the demands of the Statement of Community Involvement, encourages constructive dialogue 

with stakeholders and demonstrates how that dialogue has influenced the application. 

The Seven Point Plan is as follows: 

Principle Importance 

Notify  stakeholders of 

the engagement 

programme  

Notification must be comprehensive: the community 

must be made aware of the engagement programme 

along with a timescale of different activities.  It is not 

desired that an individual or group emerge at the end of 

the process feeling they have been excluded. 

Inform  those being

Having notified people of the engagement process, 

information is then provided on the background of the 

proposed development and any constraints which may 

be influential, for example, planning, geographical, 

technical and financial. 

Engage  with 

stakeholders and get 

their views 

Members of the public and key stakeholder groups to 

liaise with the project team and put forward ideas and 

aspirations for the development.  Methods can vary 

widely from newsletters and websites to exhibitions.  Our

ii Stakeholders 

PPS has researched various local and regional stakeholders likely to take an interest in the 

application, which fall within the following categories (see Appendix i for the full list): 

·  General public – including residents adjacent to the Magfern’s Yard site and the 

wider Derby and Derbyshire population 
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·  Environment groups –  including Campaign to Protect Rural England (Derbyshire), 

Derbyshire Environmental Trust, Friends of the Earth (Derby and East Derbyshire) 

and the Green Alliance  

·  Business groups – including Derbyshire & Nottinghamshire Chamber of Commerce 

and Derby & Derbyshire Economic Partnership 

·  Politicians – all members of Derby City Council and Derbyshire County Council, all 

Council Leaders and Chief Executives of the eight District/Borough Councils across 

Derbyshire,  local Members of Parliament and regional Members of the European 

Parliament 

·  Other third party groups – including Derbyshire County Primary Care Trust and 

Derby Seniors’ Forum 

iii Engagement tools 

In order to make the engagement process accessible to many individuals and groups, the 

engagement programme comprised of a variety of methods. 

Newsletters/Letters to Stakeholders 

At the launch of the engagement programme a 12-page newsletter was issued to over 

34,000 residential and business addresses across Derby and Derbyshire, including 2,590 

addresses within a 1km radius of the proposed site at Magfern’s Yard. This newsletter 

provided details of RRS’ proposals to develop new waste facilities, the four public information 

days in March and ways to contact RRS (see Appendix iii).  The newsletter was also sent to 

Neighbourhood Managers to be distributed amongst the local Neighbourhood Forums, and 

newsletters were also placed in local community venues, such as libraries and doctors’ 

surgeries. 

The newsletter was offered in alternative formats and languages and following advice from 

the Councils an insert was included with the newsletter which offered this in Polish, Urdu, 

Slovakian and Punjabi. At the request of two individuals, the newsletter was translated into 

Polish and German. 
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Address lists were sourced through a distribution company, using the Royal Mail Postcode 

Address File. All newsletters were distributed by First Class Royal Mail. 

 

A second newsletter will be sent to the same local residents and businesses when the 

application for Magfern’s Yard is submitted. This will detail the feedback received during the 

engagement programme and how RRS is responding to any issues raised. Letters will also 

be sent to key stakeholders, including members and stakeholder groups, outlining this same 

information. 

 

Information Pack 

In addition to the newsletter, an information pack was produced which included more 

information on the proposals, frequently asked questions and key facts (see Appendix ii). 

This was sent to all members of Derby City Council and Derbyshire County Council. The 

information pack was also issued to local MPs, MEPs, and stakeholder groups.  

Copies of the information pack were made available at the public information days and can 

be downloaded from the RRS website. Interested parties could also call the information line 

to request a hard copy be sent in the post. 

 

Meetings and Presentations Programme 

A meetings programme between stakeholders and the development team was initiated at the 

start of the engagement process (see Appendix iv). The purpose of these meetings is to 

provide key stakeholders with information about the scheme and give them an opportunity to 

provide their input, specialist knowledge and ideas. 

All members of Derby City Council and Derbyshire County Council were invited to a 

presentation on the proposals and meetings were offered to local MPs and MEPs and 

stakeholder groups. Local businesses and residents adjacent to the sites were also offered 

meetings via letter, given their proximity to one of the sites. RRS have also responded to 

requests for presentations from local groups. To date, the following meetings/presentations 

have taken place: 

·  Presentation to the Derby Climate Change Group  

·  Presentation to Derby City Council members

·  Presentation to Derbyshire County Council members  

·  Meeting with J Sainsbury’s Osmaston Store Manager 

·  Presentation to Chatham Street Neighbourhood Watch 

·  Meeting with Communities Opposed to Environmental Pollution 

·  Meeting with Derbyshire & Nottinghamshire Chamber of Commerce 

·  Presentation at Mark Todd MPs surgery 

RRS will continue to meet with stakeholders and interested parties up to the determination of 

the application and beyond. 

 

Community Liaison Group 

As part of RRS’ programme to involve and engage the local community, a Community 

Liaison Group has been set up in Derby to discuss the Sinfin Lane proposals. The group is 

made up of representatives from the Sinfin and Normanton Neighbourhood Boards, elected 

members from those two wards, RRS and is chaired by Councillor Mike Carr with Councillor 

Brian Lucas, Derbyshire County Council as the Deputy Chair. 

Subject to the approval of the Sinfin Lane planning application, the Community Liaison Group 

will continue to meet throughout the construction and operation of the facility, to act as an 

ongoing forum for involving the local community. 

 

Publicity  

Along with the written correspondence that was sent to local stakeholders, a press release 

was issued in advance of the public information days to a wide range of local media (see 

Appendix v), including the Derby Evening Telegraph, Derbyshire Times, BBC Radio Derby 

and Ram FM (for full list see Appendix vi).  

Furthermore, in an effort to ensure those most likely to be interested in the proposed 

development were aware of the engagement being undertaken, an advert was also placed in 

the Derby Express, Derby Evening Telegraph, Derbyshire Times and Alfreton Chad and on 

each publication’s respective website (see Appendix vii). 
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Finally, a number of posters were placed in local community venues, such as libraries and 

community centres, including the venues for the public information days, to publicise these 

upcoming events. 

Community Information Line  

A freephone community information line, 0800 1303 505, has been established to provide 

interested parties with a direct line of communication with members of the development 

team.  

All calls received are fielded by PPS and any calls that cannot be answered immediately are 

followed up with members of the development team, and responded to in due course.  

The information line is a freephone number which was widely publicised, featuring 

prominently on all written correspondence and publicity.  

Freepost Address 

A freepost address (FREEPOST RSAU-GHZX-RAKG, Resource Recovery Solutions 

(Derbyshire), 4 Clearwater, Lingley Green Avenue, Warrington, WA5 3UZ) has been set up 

to allow local residents and stakeholders who would like to contact RRS via post, to do so 

free of charge.  The postal address has featured prominently on the newsletter that was 

issued to local residents and stakeholders. 

Website 

A website www.rrsderbyshire.com was launched at the start of the engagement programme 

outlining the details of RRS’ proposals; the dates of the public information days; contact 

details for enquiries; and providing an online feedback form for visitors to fill-out (see 

Appendix viii). To date, the RRS website has received a total of 13,022 hits from 251 unique 

users. 

Public Information Days  

Four public information days (see Appendix xii) took place around Derby and Derbyshire on 

the following dates:

Members of Derby City Council and Derbyshire County Council were also invited to attend 

council previews on the 9th, 11th and 16th March (11am – 12pm) to view the proposals and 

speak to the development team. 

The public information days comprised of a series of exhibition panels (see Appendix ix) and 

site plans.  The exhibition panels included information on why new facilities are needed, the 

benefits of the proposals and what is proposed. The panels also looked at how potential 

issues such as traffic, noise, air quality and visual impact have been addressed by the 

development team.  Members of the development team were on hand to provide detailed 

answers to any questions that attendees had.  

Over the course of the four days, approximately 250 local residents and stakeholders took 

the opportunity to learn more about the proposals. Attendees were asked to fill in a sign-in 

sheet, which around 220 people completed. Attendance by day breaks down as follows: 

  Derby Assembly Rooms – approximately 85 visitors 

  The Family Centre – approximately 95 visitors 

  Genesis Centre – approximately 34 visitors 

  Sinfin Moor Social Club – approximately 36 visitors 
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Comment Forms 

A total of 55 people submitted their feedback in writing (examples are attached at Appendix x 

and xi) having completed a feedback form at the public information days or having returned 

the feedback form by post. Some of these forms represented the views of couples or groups 

who attended the public information days together and who chose not to fill in individual 

forms. The feedback form invited attendees to submit their views on the proposals and ask 

any questions. 
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5. Engagement Findings 

i Introduction 

This chapter presents the results of the engagement programme and provides a breakdown 

of the feedback received by 31st March 2009. The development team has evaluated the 

feedback and, where relevant, an explanation is given of how RRS has responded to the 

issues raised. 

ii Community Information Line Feedback 

The community information line number was activated on the 23rd February 2009 to coincide 

with the launch of the scheme. The number has been widely publicised; it featured 

prominently on all written correspondence to residents and key stakeholders, as well as 

appearing in the advertisements that featured in the Derby Express, Derby Evening 

Telegraph, Derbyshire Times and Alfreton Chad. 

To date, 23 calls have been received on the community information line. Whilst a number of 

calls referred to the overall solution that the three applications represent, none of these calls 

have specifically related to the proposals for Magfern’s Yard. This is encouraging given the 

wide promotion of both the proposals and the community information line number and may 

be due to local residents feeling that they have adequate information on what is proposed. 

iii Email Feedback 

RRS established an email address (info@resourcerecoverysolutions.co.uk) to allow local 

residents and stakeholders the opportunity to ask questions and make comments on the 

proposals.  The email address has featured predominantly on all written material and on 

RRS’ website. 

To date, RRS has received 21 enquiries via the dedicated email address. Similarly to 

feedback from the community information line, whilst some enquiries referred to the overall 

solution, no specific questions or comments were made about the Magfern’s Yard proposal.   
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iv Public Information Day Feedback 

During the four public information days a total of approximately 250 people took the 

opportunity to learn more about the proposals and speak to members of the development 

team.  Whilst a number of attendees were interested in the overall solution only a small 

number of people enquired about the Magfern’s Yard proposal. The main questions asked 

related to: 

·  Noise  

·  Odour 

·  Transport and access 

·  Air quality 

A total of 55 feedback forms were received either during the public information days or via 

post following the event. Those comments which either dealt with RRS’ proposals for Derby 

and Derbyshire as a whole or did not reference a particular site are outlined below. There 

were no comments which referred specifically to the Magfern’s Yard site.

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6. Outcomes 

The issues raised through the engagement process, where fitting for the development and 

within the scope of this project, will be addressed and dealt with in the planning application 

documents.  However, it seems appropriate at this juncture to offer an explanation of the 

development team’s view of the main issues that the general public have raised. 

i Transport and access 

The planning application is accompanied by a full Transport Assessment. The Magfern’s 

Yard site already generates traffic visiting the existing Waste Transfer Station. The 

replacement facility proposed for the site is likely to increase the amount of traffic by just 

0.7% during peak periods, which the local highway network can easily accommodate without 

any noticeable effect. The existing entrance on Downing Road will be used by vehicles to 

access the site. 

 

The site is accessible by walking and cycling, being close to footways and recommended off-

road cycling routes. The site is also accessible by public transport services stopping on 

Nottingham Road.  

 

The Waste Transfer Station will be used to transfer waste collected from refuse collection 

vehicles onto bigger vehicles for onward disposal. The use of bigger vehicles helps to reduce 

carbon dioxide levels as fewer vehicles are needed to transport the waste. 

ii Air quality 

The Air Quality Assessment which accompanies the planning application has assessed the 

potential impacts on local air quality during the construction and operation of the proposed 

Waste Transfer Station. Mitigation measures during the construction of the proposed facility 

will be in place to manage any dust generated, such as solid boundaries erected around the 

site and wheel washing all vehicles leaving the site. The facility has been designed to 

manage any dust generated during the operation of the facility, including the enclosure of all 

operations within the building. The Air Quality Assessment shows that the proposed 

development is unlikely to affect local air quality during construction or operation. 
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iii Odour 

All handling of waste will take place inside enclosed buildings and waste will not be stored or 

handled in the open air. The building will be designed to minimise and control odour. Odour 

control sprays will be installed on all doors. To help prevent odours, waste delivered to the 

building will be loaded onto bulker trucks for onward transportation within 24 hours. A high 

standard of housekeeping on the site will also help to minimise odours. 

iv Noise 

The facility will be designed to minimise noise and all handling of waste will take place inside 

enclosed buildings. There will be no waste processing or sorting machinery on the site. The 

planning permission needed to build the Waste Transfer Station will set strict limits for noise 

to ensure that the facility has no unacceptable impact on local people. 

 

To minimise the impact of vehicle noise on local residents and businesses, deliveries to the 

facility will only take place: 

 

Monday – Friday: 7am – 5pm 

Saturday: 7am – 1pm 

Sunday: 7am – 9am 

 

Before we can operate any new facilities we will need planning permission from Derby City 

Council and a permit from the Environment Agency. These will only be granted if the 

Council and the Environment Agency can be satisfied that the proposed facility can operate 

without adverse impacts on people and the environment.  
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7. Conclusions and Next Steps 

Conclusions 

RRS has undertaken comprehensive pre-application engagement in accordance with best 

practice guidance from central Government and is compliant with Derby City Council’s 

Statement of Community Involvement.  

A number of approved engagement methods were employed, including: the distribution of 

newsletters to site adjacent residents, local councillors, and relevant stakeholders; four public 

information days; publicity in the local media; the development of a website; and ongoing 

meetings and presentations to stakeholders and interested parties.  

Whilst the proposals for Magfern’s Yard have been widely publicised very few enquiries were 

received relating to this specific proposal. This is encouraging and may be due to local 

residents feeling that they have adequate information on the proposals and do not require 

any further information.  

A small number of questions were received on managing traffic, noise, and air quality. These 

have been considered in the Outcomes section of the report and fully addressed in the 

planning application. 

Next Steps 

A second newsletter will be sent to local residents and businesses when the application for 

Magfern’s Yard is submitted. This will detail the feedback received during the engagement 

programme and how RRS is responding to any issues raised. Letters will also be sent to key 

stakeholders, including members and stakeholder groups, outlining this same information. 

Further newsletters/letters to stakeholders may be also be undertaken should RRS deem 

that it is required. 
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RRS will continue to maintain dialogue with local stakeholders and interested parties 

throughout the planning process, to ensure the local community are regularly updated on the 

progress of the proposals. RRS will continue to respond to any questions on the proposals or 

requests for meetings or presentations. Following a request from a local councillor, an 

additional drop-in session will be held for local residents close to the Magfern’s Yard site and 

interested stakeholders. RS will also advise stakeholders that they can make comments to 

Derby City Council when the application has been registered. 

The website, email address and community information line number, established at the start 

of the scheme, will remain operational to allow people the opportunity to speak with members 

of the development team regarding the proposals. RRS will also continue to brief the local 

press and media as required throughout the planning process.
